Greetings Summer-loving Purple Lady Workshoppers!
Your latest instalment on preparations for your October challenge.
1. Tacking Seam
One part of the assembly process (NEW for 2015) requires you to sew a l-o-n-g straight tacking seam, so practise with a straight-stitch set at longest length and with a loose tension sufficient to hold the fabric together but also with the ability to easily pull out when no longer needed.  Now practise tacking two layers together, before removing the whole seam.  Banner fabric will not be damaged by this tacking, but it will make sleeve attachment quicker & easier.
 
2. Fabric compares to...

Banner nylon is nothing like ripstop.  It has “give” because it’s woven, and can be pulled or pushed into position if for some reason it doesn’t quite sit right. All your kits have been hot-cut to fit the patterns, but in transit & change in temperatures there may be slight discrepancies… Just push, or pull until you have a suitable seam overlap and let the sewing machine stitch do the rest.
I will bring scraps of test fabric to practice on before you start - setting stitch length, width & tension.
 
3. Front or Back?
Banner nylon has no front or back.  If it looks like the piece you’re holding doesn’t fit, and it’s the ONLY piece there is, then remember to turn it over and try again before throwing a tantrum! :-P
