Last autumn 1 decided thal this winter’s project was to be a big kite. | have various foils at 30, 65,
250 and 630 square feet (Is that now legal tender 7) So there are {wo gaps there. One at about 100
and another at about 300, Being a linde cautious T decided on the smalier

I had butlt a Mock af the workshop and thought this would be a reasonable point to start on my
owiL First things first "plans”. Who is our resident expert on foils? Answer Mr. Scarfe Yes he had
plans for an 88 sq.ft paraform.

Stage one work out how much material vou want of what colours.

Stage two go and sec the bank manager.

Stage three go and see your local fTiendly kite shop and see if they amange mortgages.
Stape four stagger away with a much lighter wallet and miles of ripstop.

(LK. s0 now you are commilled and after weeks of cantemplation you make some templates to
mark ribs and keels, With that much of your own maney invested it takes a lot of courage to make
the first cut but then to hell with it and for nights the boss can’t get her car in the garage and there is
ripstop every wherc,

Oh disaster you have got the cales wrong and you nead 5 metres more of both colaurs, Another trip
o Kreative Kites and yes they still have some of the sante colours, They have been very generous
and given vou a roll of self adhesive Dacron re-inforcing, Otherwise a major expense,

At last all the bits are cut out and you have o start sewing. First it 1s hemming and re-inforcing the
lcading cdges. Talk about tedious Never mind vou get there 1 the end. Thun here we go all vou
have to do 15 sew all the bits together. This was casy when Don Mock had thought it all out for
you. Is it nb/kestface, rib/face/keel Oh help

As the bits go together the bundle of material gets bigger and bigger and the dining room sesms o
get smaler and smaller. Eventually vou end up with no spare bits and an enormous heap of ripstop
which bears no resemblance to a kite. You have just spent a large portion of your life and moncy so
there T8 no wming hack!

Iust have taith in the plans. You only now have to add miles of bridle ling beimg careful not to

sirangle the cat and hope tor the best. Go on make u bag lor it. At least then you can give it a decent
burial, (the kite not the cat)
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Yes Sunday is Barbury so get there early to svoid the ndicule of vour "friends”. It takes 30 minutes
to untangle e lines and of course by now "they" arc there, Sod the ot of you I'm still going to
give it 4 1y and with 30 meters of line up she poes. Seems OK . so stick on the other 30 meters and
all looks geod. Your ziant master pisce is up there when some chatrman who shall be un-ramed
puts up a similar kite hut almest 4 tines the arca. So ves I have only got 2 small one,

New Years Eve "Big Time" kite fly -
or how I spent 15 hours in one spotlll

Wedl, with all the hype, one just had to go! and all expenses paid, including the hotel!

Ft was some three monihs ago that 1 saw this little message on rec kites newsgroup from Chris
Matheson aboul kite flyers wanted to-come and celebrte the millennivm by flying kites off the
bridges in central London, something that'il only happen this year, So 1 said yes and set to getting
some others interssted. One of the things they wanted was big kites, se | started on WHEF by
getting Dave Robinson interested ( will he forgive ma?7? ) and that we could put up some ciub
cffort toit - A little suspicious at first, bur he soon saw the good aspects of i, and with members
from London perhaps not so difficult to muster. ] left it in his capable hands, § tried to get some
others from Kennet Kite Flyers a1 the AGM, but most were already committed

Dave R. had got in touch with Chris M., and with the praesise of funds, 10 of us would go and see
what we could fly off a bridge - we didn't know which one as this was planned fo span over 6
bridges, even the thought of flying on some barges was suggested:

Then 4 prace descends, (he tull before the storm?? it's that awful period of when its too soon to
move, yet perhaps something should be happening, Poor old Dave just didn't necd his nerves
rattled as he was changing jobs, though | didn't know at the time. I was in touch with Chris any way
over other matters so I tricd to keep things "muoving”. It obviously worked too well, the next thing 1
knew was that there were 11 of us for the Hotel!! but that sorted itself out. Now the final details
were coming in. 50 kite flvers, including one from France, a couple from Taly, and others from
America, including our very own Ron and Marla! The number of bridges was reduced to
Westrminster, Vauxhall and Tower Bridue. We were 1o nssemble ut the Hotel for 10sm. and official
transport to the bridees.

So come the day Martin Croxion would ginde us into central London and to the hotel. time to get
into our rooms and sort out the equipment, Large kites mean large bags! we all meet up, WHKT
being the larpest coningent! Neil, Dave and lanet, Ron and Marla, Martin, Doug Jones, I'at
McCarthy, Phil Scarfe, Matt and Myself The £irst bus load go off down to the bridges and we
have an hour's wait before the retum, load up again and we're off, Westminster Bridge here we
come’ On the bridge the centre section has some barriers so that seme safcly between us and the
public, giving us soms 8 foot of reom to the parapet - yood job too, the bridge 1s closed to frattic
out the number of people zhout just strojling around was incredible. Pat. Martin, Phil and Doug
wete on the first bus so they already were working kites into the air, after sorting out some of the
pile. We guigkly unloaded and sorted the rest out and sct to gotting kites out. The wind decides
that it was going to be gentle with us, it was only 3mph, gusting 5, 50 it was unly going to be light
flying only! all the big stuff was going to stay in the bags!!! never mind. we all had something that
should cope, | pulled out my 2M Rokkaku with Wallsce and Gromut, found that the wind was too
light to launch from the hand, so it was a casc of dropping the kite over the pasapet and fowering
down near to the water where vou could catch the wind under the arches. Then with & guick pull
up they came and your 20 foot up. just a casc of working the kite higher from there - so T thought!
Got about 44 foot of line out and a quick gust catches me out an the kite furns over and down into
the Thames!!! I know the kite was a hittle sandy but that's a bit much. Cnicldy pulling kept the kite
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from going under { that would have been a disaster, the nver was Jowmg well } and then up 1o the
parapet to rescue. | left the kite to drip drv for a bat,

So who else is here? Stafford Wallace was doing well, just his kind of wind, he was halt way to
Vauxhall bridae with Tine'! having a grand time teasing, the boaters! we also had Dave (tomberg and
s wile with us, they spent the day Brying o pet a vouple of Flowforms to Ty, but it wasn't going
well, so they just played about on a shon ling, A couple of four Tine kites popped up, arevanda
"foil { sorty guys, I've seen you about, but cant remember your names! ) and they flew them over
the crowd on the bridge, aiming for the sillv hats. Doug had a roller out and that was flying well,
Sam Houston would have been proud. Then there was the Italians, Marco Cassadio and his wife
and the Tamous Mermaid kites, mot the big one but a smaller version. At Tower Bridge the
inflatables of Ann Harris were domng well.

What's ihis, the police were asking us 10 move on! ! Kite flying not permitied!! ! someons had
forgotien to remind the police of this pan of the evem, a quick check bavk with the station pacificd
the officers and we continued, Matt was getting hungry (breakfast was 4 hour earlier!), so I pol him
a large hot dog from the stall on the other side of'the bridge, Three Pounds!!! he only got ene! so he
had to earn his keep and build some of the "Gireen Tadpoles that Dave had the sense to bring. As
ever those little things flew weil, we gave some away 1o the kids passing by - big mistake, we were
promptly hassled for more!! Time to try Wallace and Gromit again, this ime we got flying a hittle
easier, and with a quick loop m the line we lct somic of the kids try there hand at flying.

The organisation behind the event was massive, there were wandering jugglers, siages with various
music playing, lots of hoats up and down the river with displavs (water ballet?) drifting about. and
service areas for the "Crew" (anvone who was there to help at the event.) to go hide in at times, and
2 full cooked meal for lunchtime! a real bonus. It was just the struggle through the crowds that were
building up dramatically that was the problem.

I the afternoon we were joined by Jon Bloom and his family, also Daz and Rachel escaping from
support crew of the inflatables, as thar arca was being given over to multiline kites for the aflemoon
{ I wondered where the four liners disappeared to!), s0 we went bacik to tadpole buslding for a
while. we just kept on trying fo fly something where we could, though the wind scemed Lo be
dropping that it wasn't easy. 1 found myself dropping tadpoles over the edge 1o get a long launch.
never mind, time for another tinny!’

Because of the now crowded bridge Supper was delivered, a salad and fnut with something fo drink
{non-alcohotic!} and we had a break where we were, darkness was creeping in 5o most kites were
packed away. come Tpm we gave up and stared o ¢lear up, maove the stull out of our area and got
them to the vehickes 1o be shipped back w the hotel. 50 1s was t then that the decision was made 1o
hold our position and wait there, we reduced the area of the barriers down fo just a third of whal
we had, to give the public some room., and waited!

I must say that | was very impressed with Dave Gomberg, he obviously couldn't stay still!! he
zpent his time moving along the barmer chattimg to the public, enjoving the camaradenic of the event,
and explained many timnes about the varions kites we had been flying, this guy 1s a natural
ambassador’ Tfound myscif chalting to somc Mexieans that were going the "Grand Tour”, they
were getting up al 6am the next day 1o continge! byl were determined to see the night out. and 5f
vour wondering "kite” ia "Papalotcs” in Mexican So we settled down wath a few more drinks,
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watched the lasers playing through the London Eye, and watched Big Ben move slowly on Dave
and Janet, Ron and Marla decided to go for a break at the service arca, had a coffee, and came to
return to the bridge at 10pm to find that the Police had closed the bndge!! they were left with
returning 1o the service area for the rest of the time. Neil and Phil had retumed to the hotel sarlier,
stayed and watch the proceedings on 1V!!! so it was the Blooms, Gombergs, Pat, Matt and
myself, Daz and Rachael left on the bridge for the final hour.

Midmyht! and the bridge erupted with noise and popping corks! we couldn't hear the clock strike,
it was the fireworks that confirmed the time, and what a tirework show, it was constani explosions
of colour and form raining up and down the river, all the barges were totally synchronised. and on il
went. Bursts, rainbows, twirls, cascades, globes, elc. a full 20 minutes of display, 16 barges with 2
1/2 vons of fireworks each. Brilliant. Well worth the journcy and wait. Must thank Daz for the
Champers.

We had to wait for 15 minutes for the bridge to clear ( we thought!) before we tred to move, but it
took a further 30 minutes o actually clear the bridge. We opted to walk back as the stations wers
obviously crowded, off we set following Jon as he knew his way around, zig zagging through the
streets, back through Ticcadilly, lots of people moving about but all in good humour - had a couple
of offers on my kile trousers!!! And Matt was offered a kiss......poor lad.

The holel appeared in sight at 2am, into our room and collapse, good night everyone! We had a
