The Olympia Model Exhibition 1997

I'reccived a telephone call from "Electric” Arthur recently, asking if the Irvine Federation of
Falling Fauna would be available for some dates now that we had moved into a new yesr.
After our long discussion Arthur let slip the fact that there had been 2 lack of material for
the latest Cowpat Hill and would T like to create a small missive on the Model Engineering
Fxhibition sg here it is!

We became acquainted with the exhibition about eight vears ago, just sfier we were
urroduced into kiting. Some friends in the villaze, where we live, mentioned to Rosie that
the cxhibition took place at Olympia each year over the Xmas holidays and there was a
stand with kites on it. Well there were no arguments, New Year's Day was a holiday and
should be made full use of. We drove 1 London, parked the car in the multi story and paid
our entry fee. Our son David was only four at the time and he found all the different models.
trains, boats and planes really interesting, whilst Rosie spent hours talking to strange men
about steamn trains! We searched for the kite stand and eventually found a large display of
kifes in a remote area on the [irst floor well away from all the activities. Unfortunatcly the
stand was not mauned and so we were unable to make any enquirics about any kite related
activities or clubs in our area. We were quite disuppointed with the lack of anyone to talk to
and said at the time that if we knew more we would be Lappy to man the stand. Not
knowing who organised the event this state of affairs continued until 1996 when 1
happened to menton my feelings 10 Pete Dawson who said "That's organised by Ron
Moulton, | think I've got his telephane number, would yon like i7" answer was a
resounding yes.

Rokkaku Fighting

Do you find that the 'Team Rok’ fights have become boring aver the last fow seasons?
Huow about starting a new type of contest?

The following ix a suggestion to improve the situation, and has been prompted by discussions with
flyers lrom other clubs,

Firstly, make the kites largor, sav 4m high, so that they have to be Nown by a team of four or more
people. Secondly, restrict the fiying line to a fixed length (200°) 1o prevent the usual fight outcome
of the Leam with the lengest line winning. Thirdly, fly only 2 kites al anly une time to ensure that
teams do participate in the fight and dor’t hang about an the edge of the field, Fourthly, divide the
arena with a line or rope mto two sections Fach team must stay on its side of this dividing line.

The object of the battle is to bring down the opposing Kite by ti pping, pulling down or cutting the
line,

Pomis could be awarded as follows -

Cutting your oppanenis’ ling 1} pomis
Tipping vour oppanenis’ kite onto your side of the line 8 points
Tipping vour opponents” kite unte their side of the line O points
Pulldown (this must be onto your side of the line) @ puints

IF'both kites tangle and come down together 4 points for whichever side of the line they lend on.

The best score afler three rounds wins. This would of course be repeated for however many teams
wish to compete, with winning teamns fighting it out fo find un overall champion,

Construction is top notch, 16 inchcs by
2L.3inches across. Somewhat squat in appearance 1l is 50 lightweight that one must keep
vn the line while doing horizontal sweeps, otherwise it simiply runs oul of steam! This is not
an indication of a dislikc more of an observation gbout the kites performance. Also, I
believe it gives us a unique insight inta Mr McLeods fighting style....ie. he simply dogsn't
rest. This kilc is guick and turns on 1 dime. The centre spar is wpod [sunded] into an
elliptical shape.

The cross spar is fibreplass. I believe most of the construction 1o be hot knifed and
bonded. Each kite is sipned by MAC and seems to be test flows before shipping [the
bridle setting is perfect right out of the bag]. The colour of my kite is bright fluorescent
green with & black diamond shape on the botrom tail,

tn fact 'm considering contacting the manufacturer in order to obtain more of his kites. Too
bad they aren't available from a Tocal supplier in Canada. I think that if more people were
exposed to this level of affordable, wuality fighter kites the sport might grow much faster
than it presently is in North America, Yes! T do like this kite.
