Electric Teddy Dropping

[ have heen experiencing problems with my rig ever since 1 built one from the plans
Arthur Dibble published in Cowpat mdny moous ago. Evcryone else I have spoken
to who has built a winch from Arthur’s plans has not had the same problems as I At
first I thought it was the batteries I was using that were loosing their charge, but
having the sole use of the leisure batiery [rom my stolen caravan 1 found this was
not the case. T had wired the system up using standard 13 Amp mains cable and the
volt drop from this reduced the voltage from around 13.5 volts at the battery’
terminals to 11.5 volis at the motor. I had decided that 12 volt car relays would
allow me to shorten the path that the voltage had to flow and provide more urge.
This proved to be correct, as we found at Hengistbury this year where we must have
dispatched around 250 bears during a full day from 10:00 until 17:00. Below is the
circuil diagram. I used standard car parts from my local car spares store. The
signal wmng is all flexible 240 volt mains cable and the drive cabling is the large
thick wire that is supplied with the model engine starter motor. In the drawing the
thick black box denotes the hand control unit which has a single two pole double
throw swilch and push bulton switch (o activate the winch. Relay 1 is the activation
refay which drives the motor. Relays 2 and 3 change the direction of the motor.
The relays are only activated when the activate buiton is pushed so curtent only
flows when the winch is in use. Another advantage is the ability to nse standard
three wire flex for the hand unit.

T hope the circuit makes sense and that there’s no drawing mistakes as the original
wag done on a long lost picce of paper and this is from memory. Any guestions,
please feel free to give me a call on 01296 770422.

Most readers, when they receive their copy ol our prestigious newsletter will tear
the literary gem from the envelope and, with unbound exéitement, eagerly nun to
the back cover to read the pure wisdom in the ever popular “And finally a note from
the Editor”. This regular feature must rank as a 1]1!:1'31‘1- highlight which comes all
toa seldom in our reading lives: Pure wisdom.

How many readers continue d{&wn the page thongh? How many readers, inspired by
our Editor simply pass into reflective reverie 1o consider in depth what they have
Just read? 1 suggest that the richness of "And finally a note from our Editor” may be
o much aud that some time for deep thought may be necessary befors continuing to
read the rest of the new‘-.]etter

What chance ol continuing down the page and reading “Kite Flying Safety Tips™?
Very little T suspect. Perhaps if we were to augment the list of NEVERS and Things
to AVOID, the feature may become, like “And finally a note from the Editor”, a
germn of challenging, inspiring and compulsive reading. I have a few thoughts on how
this may be done and submit them.

Taking some of the points as they now appear and tﬁkjﬂg a posifive rather than
negative approach;

1. NEVER {ly a kite in wet or stormy weather - try to keep your kite line dry.

This advice, it followed, would proscribe virtually all kite (ying in England (and
Northern France). A more pusitive way of Iooking at wet and stormy weather is

cithier at it as an opportunity to da some decorating or to go to some idyllic South
5ea Isle and fly a kite in the balmy brecze theyv enjoy in such places. Of the two, 1
prefer the balmy breeze option and so I would change the wording (o

ALWAYS go to a South Sea Isle to fly your kite and keep your whistle wet,
2. NEVER fly a kite ncar power lines, transmission towers or aerials.

Cuite a lot of power lines are underground. How is one (o know? T know for a faci
thal guite a lot of electricity goes through BT underground cables. Rather than be
pedantic and insist on the insertion of “overhead” belore “lines”, let’s be positive,

ALWAYS try to bring some excitement and tingle to your kire flying: try 1o wrap
your string over anything that may spark. Blacken out whole districts. Enbance the
attentive skills of air control officcrs and bring some relief to those who arc addicted
o TV soap operas.

4. AVOID members of the public...... Stunt flyers pleasc take care.

Now this first part | sce as positive. Members of the public should be avoided at all

times and in all places. This would benefit all parties and lead to a more tranquil
world in which peace will reign and pretty [owers will sprout up.

As for stunt flyers, they should also avoided.

The positive alternative:

AVOID members of the public. Take care of Stunt flyers.

4. NEVER leave bits of flying line etc. on the {ying site.

I think “flying line™ means sting. | may be wrong and would not fell hurt if
corrected. “Etc”. of course. can mean anything in the whole wide world. The
advice not to leave anything behind could be misinierpreted. What, for instance, if
otherwise well-meaning kite flyers took the rules to heart and never left anything
behind. What if they took ail the grass home? What if they took all the sqidgy bits
of sheep and cow poos home? You'd haye to change the name of our newsletter and
we wouldn't want that would we? No, a more positive approach is needed:
ALWAYS leave the poos alone.

I think you will agree that “Kite Flying Safcty Tips” could well be uplifted in the

Kites in History.

When is an acroplane a kite and a kite an acroplanc? This is not a philosophical trearise but
A poor attempt to put mans early artempts to fly into some sort of perspective.

We are led to believe that man has been inspired by watching birds fly, which is all very
well, cos birds are good at it by the time we see them. What is not often ohserved 1s the way
they learn. teetering on the edge of the nest or bough until they fall off or arc pushed by a
trustraved miother. They then either learn to flv, or not, before they hit the ground, and -
evidence would indicate that thev don't always make it. Now personally if 1 was going to
learn to fly, T would not take this route, yot history is filled with hrave souls. most very
quickly deceased, who armed wirh no more that a helief that they could [y, launched
themselves ol something high only 1o (ind that gravity was the winner.

1 believe it is all a cover up to protect the acronautic industry and
deny kites and kate flyers their rightful place in history,

Take lcarus, for example, no not the one Martin Lester makes, the one before. The Tegend
tells us that Tearus soared until he was so close to the sun that the heat melted the wax
holding his feathers on and he erashed to the sround. No way, as you go up the
lerperature goes down, so what was going on. The truth is that Icarus' dad was a memboer
of the Greek kite society and was knocking up a new bird kite for the spring Olympiad at
Aldus Vardonus.

Icarus hold up the kite on the signal and dad starts running, up goes the kite, Icarus
with ir, hecause most of the glue from the feather has run down the frame and Tcarus is
stuck. Like most new kites there 1s a few seconds of hope followed by the graceful‘arc of
despair as it flics nose first into the ground.

Daedalus is another case in point, an ancient legend that does not hold true. We are told
that he managed to Ty halfway across the Aegean Sea. palpable nonsense! Only the advent
of modern composites, mylar, racing cyclists and major amounts of compuler lime have made
it possible, so how did he manage it 3000 years ago? Nothing mare that whar we have all
experienced, I'm afraid.
