| would suggest the following and would be interestad in any comments through the magazine

1. Al all festivals - single line and dualiquad line fying areas are much more clearly markad - not
only with *ribbon” barriers but with clear signs stating:
A which area it Is B category of fliers and C insisting fliers DO NOT fiy the kite outside the marked
area.

2 Public mixed kite areas are also marked as above - might save friction between dual and single
line: Hliars insisting that it is THEIR area - depending upon what they happen to be fiying.

3 Main arenas are also clearly marked for those invited to iy in them and that those using them
demonstrate “professicnal” flying and conduct.

4. S0 many kites of all types are being sokd rapidly by trade stalis, "Thank goodness” say the
Traders and rightly so, but so rapidly that oflen, in the pressure of time, customers are not able
to be guided in their fiying.

Perhaps an area could be provided (again clearly marked) for new Miers which is manned,
voluntarily, by proficient club fhiers. Ciub members (| hasten o add not just W.HKF. members) who
plan to attend the Festival could offer their services to provide basic tultion for the public who have
bought & kite for the first time - especially dualiquad line kites. The Festival Organisers could then
draw up a rota of such clubs and their volunteers to man the "new flers” area. A spin-off could be
many new ciub members too!

ol know that as you get older, ime passes ever more quickly and that cartainly applies to the Two
Year Interval batwean each Diepoe fest. The last sarly Mﬂfnlngan.lahtu Newhavan saamed only

like yesterday, bul this Year's journey was enlivenad by the ROBBOMORBILE proving just how much
faster a Mondeo & than a Panda 750 &s with a TOOT and a varied selection of V. signs, Colfes Bean
Handshakes and Howing gesiures, the committee, or part of i, roared off into the Distance,

Neverthe-less, even In a Panda, Newhaven Dock soon hove inlo view, and once again the old
exciiement of a Trip 1o Dieppe. Soon as usual a Motley Collection of Kite Loones were ensconcad
at the BLUNT END, where one or two kites soon climbed alof. The Wind at Newhaven always is a
bit weird and this Day R seemed to be coming from the N.W. in Fits and Starts, but all seemed well
with the Kites as the Boal performed lis cuslomary amazing swing around the Single Mooring Line.

However, as the Boal accelerated from the Harbour towards the Cpen Sea. something most _
peculiar happened, Instead of streaming nicely behind the Boat, the Kites suddenly appeared to
be losing It and after a few lurches from side o side, one after the other, he Kites promptly fell into
the sea. Surfing along behind a Boal doing about 20 KNOTS doesnt lead 1o Death from old age,
and so it provad as the Kies were destroyed, afthedt, they were only Plastic Skeds, but even so t's not
a prety sight watching a Kite drown.

During the crossing many atiempts were made fo launch entries into the almos! legendary BACK
OF THE BOAT KITE FEST but to no avail, true for most of the crossing Kites were fiying but not for
long, a5 believe it or nol on a Boal traveliing at about 20 KNOTS, we were virtually in a NO WIND
s'rtu:t;:n as the N.W. Wind was biowing at very much the same velocity as the Boal's Forward
spaed.

This Crazy situation was graphically illustrated when Nedl noticed that the ANEMOMETER aon the
mast was slalionary. You could say that we were a bit Gebsmacked when Nell pointed this out, and
irom that moment on we realised thal the 54 Back of the Boat Fest wasn't 1o be, even mofeso when
an onboard T.V, Crew were Faking the Wind, with "LUVVIES" pretending to be nearly blown
overboard. Some of the loonies managed 10 get themsalves on T.V,, bul one loonle exhibited his
customary Aversion fo T.V, Cameras by stating that if he was filmed the Camera Crew would have a
Wat and Salty Camera, however the Loonies who did wanl to be filmed signed the T.V. Crew’s
usual bits of paper, forsaking all monetary rights efc., whilst the “Luvvies® were probably on about
E200 a day, so t makes you wonder if the AVERSION loonie had the right idea.

Vary soon Dieppe was in sight and many Eyes were peeled as the loonles tried to make out what
was alofl. As the Boat drew nearer, we could see that as usual a great many kiles and assoried sky
garbage ware welcoming the loonies D'Anglais, Dieppe rarely disappoints on that score. As we
had heard that Dieppe had recently constructed a new Ferry Terminal on the other side of the
Harbour, those Heavy Ordnance Toting Loonies who had not taken their Cars, were viewing with
some Trepldation the fong Haul around the Harbour to the Hotels. However, this Trepidation soon
evaporated as we realisad thal there was a Freebie Bendybus service from the Terminal to the
Hotels. This was so efficient thal "les Piétons” including thelr Heavy Ordnance were at the Hotalks
and Seafront before the car bourne Loonies, especially as some of the Cars including the
Robbomobile had perormed a Grand Tour of Dieppe after laking & bit of wrong tum.

Quickly checking inlo our respeciive Hotels, the first Task for most of us was fo r for the
Festival, this didn'l take long and shortly we were all "DELEGATION OFFICIELLE" for the 8th Dieppe
Fesl. apart from the fact thal everyone bar lalecomers was registerad for the Saturday Evening
Meal, our DELEGATE Badges gave us unrestricled entry to the actual fiying site.
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Going to Dieppe - convd - BOF

For those not familiar with the Dieppe fiying site, the Fesl is held on the seafront strelch of grass
which is about 3y mike long by about 150 yards wide. Mot as crazy as is sounds actually, even with

the wind blowing directly from the Sea. Yes, breakaways and cutdowns from any height result in
the Kite fioating away over ihe Hotels and inlo the Town, but any thal do are normally recovered
guite aasily.

As is usual at all Dieppe Fests, the sky was absolutely chock-a-block with many weird and
wonderful kiles from afl around the World. Many of these you are never likely io see anywhere
alse during ihe season ynless, thal is, you are ioaded and can travel the World's Kite Fesis. This
was fhe Bth Dieppe Festival and there were official delegations from twenly six countries, vanious
gstimates as 1o the cos! of putting on the Week long fest were Bandied about, with 500,000 French
Francs baing the mos! ofien quoted cost. Though the Feslival has some pretty heavy duty
sponsors, one can quess thal the rumours wera true as the cost of bringing in all thase people
from around the World must have been astronomical. Be that as It may, one thing Is for sure, a
mura varied selection of Kites, ranging from the very Ethnic to Ultra Modern Hi Tech and
Lﬁ In between. The theme of this Fest was ‘THE SEA". what's In it on it and using it This
realy clever designs, from 'u'rkm? long shipe to a very neat lobster, taking in on
m&ﬁwar \raﬁuus shy themes appliqued, airbrushed and block printed onio the Face of various

Kites of nole entared Inlo the Sea Theme were a very Original Compass Needle, a beautiful littie
Sea Horse, an exceflent breaking wave ROK and last but not lzast - Jeany Swilt's Sunsat ROK. the
sunsetl on this Kite being over the Sea, with the really clever touch being & small scale stunt Deita
attachad to the ROK's bridie lines which gave the affect of a stunier llying in the sunsel.

Lots of very original thought had Fﬁ?ﬂm Into sky garbage which was alofl. notably one Kite with an
ahsolute swarm of ihﬂh Starfsh, Fishes, Anemaones, Corals-ele., all crafied from Ripstop lo a
very clever fish Windsock which was [rying to gobbile up a large Hook, comphate with worm,

Notable amongst the Ethnic Kites were those from North CAMBODIA, made of Reeds and Paper,
Ihe shaved spines of which probably take a fortnight to make.
